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FIELDS OF APPLICATION

The cable cutter is intended only for cutting aluminium and copper cables of single-

or multiple-wire types. Examples of cross sections of cables that can be cut are
shown below (fig. 2).

Wrong use might result in accidents or damage to the tool.

Note! The cable cutter is not designed for cutting steel wire or steel-wire
armoured cables.

The cable cutter consists of a pivoted blade and a fixed cutting edge. The pivoted
blade is operated by an eccentric gear mechanism. The HKS-34 can cut cables
of an outside diameter of up to 34 mm.

CABLE CUTTER IN USE
BEFORE USE

Always make sure that the teeth of pivoted blade, ratchet and retaining pawl
are free from dirt and foreign elements and that those parts are intact.
Failure to check may result in accidents or damage to the tool.

If required send your cable cutter to ELPRESS Service Department.

Release hand lever by turning locking knob
half-way round until the red dot points to the
geen one on the cover plate (fig. 3).

. To freely turn pivoted blade in any direction

keep hand lever fully open and at the same
time press down retaining pawl (fig. 4). Open
cutter wide enough to be able to easily insert
the cable into the gap. Insert cable.

. Keep pressing retaining pawl down and turn

pivoted blade until the cutting edge rests
against the cable (fig. 5).

The retaining pawl must grip the gear ring of
the pivoted blade (fig. 6).

. Release pawl and move pivoted blade by

operating hand lever repeatedly, until the
cable inserted is cut through. Normally there
is a clicking sound from the ratchet and the
retaining pawl. Optimal function is obtained,
if hand lever is fully opened before each
cutting movement. To repeat the cutting
process go back to instruction 1.

IF THE CUTTING PROCESS HAS TO
BE INTERRUPTED

Keep hand lever fully open and release retaining
pawl, if necessary by tapping slightly with a
plastic hammer. Keep retaining paw! depressed
and open hand lever fully. The pivoted blade
can now be turned back (fig. 4). @
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AFTER USE

Make sure that hand lever and pivoted blade is
locked in its protected position (fig. 8).

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Always take care that the teeth of pivoted blade,
ratchet and retaining pawl are free from dirt and
foreign elements. Otherwise the teeth might lose
their grip when stressed.

Negligent mis-use may result in accidents
and damage to the tool.

Use cleaning comb or similar tool to clean teeth.
Now and then moving parts have to be oiled (fig.
9). Keep cutter and its mechanism free from
dirt and moisture.

To bring about a neat cut the edges of the cutter
have to be undamaged. Also make sure the gap
between pivoted blade and cover plate is
correct.

RENEWAL OF NEEDLE BEARING

The needle bearing must be exchanged, if its
needles have been destroyed due to overforcing
or debris. Push out bolt after removing circlip
and extract hand lever. See "PARTS OF CABLE
CUTTER" page 8.

Note! There are needles in the inner bearing
that can fall out when the hand lever is
removed.

Insert a new bearing well greased. Make sure all
loose needles have been greased and properly
located. Insert hand lever, push in bolt and secure
it by fixing circlip.

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CHANGE OF PIVOTED BLADE

The pivoted blade must be exchanged, if its edge
has been damaged and does not produce neat
cuts.

Unscrew domed nut and change blades (fig. 10).
Insert pinscrew and tighten nut to hold platespring
still considering the necessity of blade being
easily turned. If necessary add or take out

washers.

There has to be a gap of approx. 0.1 mm
between cover plate and pivoted blade .

For adjusting use vice with soft jaws. Gap being
too wide, press cover plate gently (fig. 11). Gap
being too narrow, gently use bending iron to
widen it.

Note! Use gapping tool cautiously. It might
slip.

Renew retaining pawl if worn out, also. A worn
out retaining pawl increases the risk of teeth
being broken or losing their grip when
